Growing up I sang in the churchõs     

childrenõs choirñor I could say tried to 

singñfor what I really liked was wearing 

the red cassocks.. 

Almost thirty years later, and having 

spent almost twelve years standing in 

front of our incredible choir, the time has 

come to attempt singing the Eucharist 

Prayer during the Easter season. Why? 

Several reasons: I believe we challenge 

ourselves to try new things, and what 

better time than a liturgical  season which 

is anticipated by the singing of the 

crowds on Palm Sunday: òHosanna; 

blessed is the one who comes in the 

name of the Lord!" (Mark 11.9).  

 

This is a season that is meant to be     

joyful, celebratory, full of renewed life 

and the possibility to draw closer to God 

in new ways. 

I cannot promise my musical ability has 

improvedñthough Christopher and I 

will be practicing with Matthew and Tyler 

on a regular basis.  We may discover that 

I draw closer to Godñand the          

congregation does not! For that reason 

we can give thanks that the Easter season 

is relatively short! 

The tradition of the clergy chanting parts 

of the Eucharist goes back in time to the 

early Roman Catholic Church. During 

the Protestant Reformation composers 

of religious music got busy with new  

settings for the Eucharist Prayerñthey 

had to up the òpopish onesó! Anglican 

composers got busy as well when there 

time came in the 15th Century, and we 

have inherited some of the most       

beautiful settings of all time (when sung 

correctly!) 

 

 

I invite everyone this Easter to seek out 

one small thing that you may have     

wanted to tryñbut felt you were not 

good at doingñto think òoutside the 

boxó for a few weeks. 

As the world wakens from its winter 

slumber, let us embrace a spirit of       

renewal and refreshment. As the weeks 

go by we will start singing just one part, 

and then gradually increase until we have 

tried a few òliturgical experiments.ó Not 

to worry, they will be done in an 

òEpiscopal manneró! 

I wish a blessed, joyful, and hope-filled

Some of you may have noticed (and some have asked me specifically about this) that I tend to preach pretty      

consistently about Godõs love for you, me, and everyone in the whole world along with a burning desire for us to 

make that love known to everyone we meet. While this kind of regularity in theme would have been mortifying to 

me right out of seminary, I have come to a stark realization. Nowhere near enough people believe that they are 

loved.  

 

You may have that message down pat, and you may even be fully on board with making that love known to others. 

The person that sits next to you on Sunday morning, however, might not. Maybe by the time next Sunday rolls 

around, you forget that you are loved, and you need to be reminded. Maybe I say something just differently enough 

that it makes a connection to something going on with one of your friends or family members, and you share that 

message of love with them.  

 

Just a few weeks ago, I got a message from a very close friend of mine asking to meet with him that night because 

he really needed to talk to someone. He doesnõt typically reach out like that, so, of course, I dropped everything 

and met up with him. When we got together, he told me that his wife (also a very close friend) had attempted to 

commit suicide, and he was struggling with how to process everything. In that moment, there were two people, 

whom I hold very dear, who needed to be reminded that they were loved. That this was a road they didnõt have to 

go down alone. That there was at least one person who wasnõt going to judge them or look at them as though they 

had failed at something because this happened. As far as Iõm concerned, until there are no people left on Earth that 

need that message, my sermons will always be about Godõs love for us and how that love compels us to show love 

for one another. I may use different analogies or stories, but my message will remain mostly the same.  

 

So, the next time you hear me preach and you start to notice that what Iõm saying sounds familiar, it should. Maybe 

the Holy Spirit wants you to know that message in your heart more fully. Maybe I can give you courage and        

empowerment to share that message with others. Maybe that message isnõt necessary for you at all that day, but 

someone else will hear it and will find that they heard more than just words. I will preach Godõs love until the day I 

die, and I hope the Spirit moves you to a place where you can feel that love and spread that love until fear and   

hatred no longer exist.

Saint Markõs Choir Accepts Invitation for 2021 Choral Residency at Wells Cathedral, England  
By now many of you will have heard the exciting news that the Saint Markõs Choir has accepted an invitation to be Choir
-in-Residence at Wells Cathedral, England, for a week in the summer of 2021. As with the choirõs previous residencies at 
Worcester Cathedral in 2012 and Lincoln Cathedral in 2015, the choir will sing for daily services throughout its residency 
week (three services on the final Sunday!), filling in for the vacationing Cathedral Choir. Wells is a highly sought-after 
residency, so their invitation to Saint Markõs is a tremendous honor for us. 
  
Located in the city of Somerset in southwest England, Wells Cathedral is regarded as one of the most beautiful of      
Englandõs cathedrals. Dedicated to St. Andrew the Apostle, the cathedral was built between 1175 and 1490. It stands as 
one of the first truly gothic cathedrals in Europe, one of the first to eschew earlier Romanesque elements altogether. The 
cathedral boasts one of the finest cathedral choirs of men and children in England. (The choir is unusual in its mixture of 
boys and girls as trebles. Most choirs remain segregated, using only boys or girls.) 
 
Needless to say, the choir is very excited about this tremendous opportunity, and we look forward to sharing more     
information about the trip as it gets closer!

THE LAYETTE MINISTRY OF TRINITY  MCARTHUR 
Trinity Church McArthur Ohio in Vinton County  (the second poorest county in Ohio) had its first service in 1863. The 
current building was completed in 1883 and is listed on the Historic register. They have been an active parish all these 

years, but like many churches in poor areas Trinity has watched its numbers diminish and its activities be curtailed.    
Currently they share services with the Presbyterian Church having services in the Trinity building 2 Sundays a month and 

the Presbyterian Church 2 Sundays a month.  
 

For the last 30 years they have faithfully run a Layette ministry for needy new mothers in the McArthur, Vinton county 

area. Working in conjunction with the Help Me Grow agency, which recommends the recipient mothers, McArthur 
gathers supplies, clothing, diapers and other needed articles for a layette bag given to new mothers. They also include 

some personal hygiene items for moms. In 2018 they were able to fill bags for 44 mothers and babies. 
 

An average bag includes: several outfits from sizes newborn through 12 months, diapers when they can afford them, 

snuggly soft toys, socks, bibs, receiving blanket, bottle and a bottle washer brush, thermometer, a jacket or snowsuit, 
diaper rash medicine and any other items that they can find. All of this, according to Cecilia (the head of this ministry) 

for about $25.00 a bag! She shops at the dollar store, thrift shops, accepts private donations and uses her own money to 
accomplish this. Cecilia reported the morning we were there that they had $45.00 left in the treasury! 
 

Our Deacon Joan Maynard, now deceased, spent many years in ministry to the families of infants at the Ohio State     
University hospital. Over the years she shared many moving stories of the families she worked with. There was no 

doubt of her love for this ministry and the mothers she worked with. Last year, with money Joan had given to Outreach, 
we funded the layette ministry. This year several of the Outreach committee members went to meet with Cecilia to 

hear and see first hand what this group (made up of 4 ladies in their 70's and 90's) is able to accomplish with very little 
funding. This year through Joan's generosity we were able to increase the funding for the layette ministry that Trinity will 

be able to serve more mothers and babies in the Vinton county area. Joan would be pleased! 
 

Going forward St. Mark's will be increasing our support for the layette ministry. How can you help? From time to time 

we will have collections for items that are not easily obtained by the layette ministry. Wish list items are baby carriers 
that can be worn by mom or day, newborn diapers, small baby bottles, crib sheets and undershirts with no snaps.  
 

Cecilia and her group are so selfless and dedicated to helping these families. The need is so very real and their work is 
vital to helping babies to thrive. If you would like more information about this new partnership with Trinity McArthur

We will explore the art and process of decorating a Ukrainian Easter egg, which is called a òpysankaó. These eggs, 

or psyanky, are decorated with motifs and colors with deep, symbolic meaning, such as wishes of love, protection, 

fecundity, or peace, are created to be given to family members and respected outsiders. Decorating pysanky is a 

multi-step, contemplative process most appropriate for ages 8 and up with adult supervision. A similar, age-

appropriate Lenten activity will be provided for young children (ages 4-7) and the nursery will be staffed for very 

young children (infant to age 3).
